she and her parents Stephen and Angie had to leave for
Vancouver right away. They ended up staying for 10 months,
and were only able to return home twice. Staying at RMH
BC & Yukon turned their fears at being away from home into
relief, with programs such as Family Meals, Art and Music
Therapy helping to ease their burdens.
